GFS High Performance Learning 

Communication and Language: 

After a long time away from being around other children, 

and for some of us, our first ever experience of other 

children, this term we are going to spend lots of time 

practicing how to use our words to communicate with each 

other and our teachers. For some of us, this will be one or two 

words and others, simple sentences. We will also be practicing 

our listening skills which will include listening to each other and  

stories. 

Physical Development: 

There’s lots that we need to get busy with to support our 

physical development over the course of the year in FS1, 

including gross motor and fine motor development. This term, 

we will be start by engaging in activities which encourage us to 

think about our own space in the classroom and also in small 

group games. We will also start developing our fine motor skills 

with activities including threading and mark making. 

Writing: 

In FS1, we are starting to develop our mark making and 

writing skills. This term, our teachers will be organizing 

activities which allow us to have a go at developing these skills 

and have a go at writing our name, if we are ready. We are very proud to be one of the few schools in Dubai who have adopted HPL (High Performance 

Learning). As part of this, we will be focusing on the three Values, Attitudes and Attributes (VAAs) 

over the course of the year. These will be ‘Hardworking Hedgehog’, ‘Empathetic Elephant’ and ‘Agile 

Alligator’. This term, we will be spending a lot of time settling in so we will be starting to dig deeper 

with these after the October half term, starting with the Hardworking Hedgehog. We look forward to 

finding out more about these VAAs very soon!
